








Abortive viral infections in which
Nno progeny virus are produced.

Virion

Productive viral infections in which the
host cell is not killed, although
progeny virus are released.

Viral infections that result in a
latent viral state in the host cell.

Some viral infections result in

the persistence of the viral

genome inside a host cell

with no production of progeny
virus. The viral nucleic acid may |
or may not be integrated into the |
host chromosome, depending

on the virus.

Such latent viruses can be
reactivated months or years
in the future, leading to a
productive infection.
