               Abstract. The present study designed to show the nature of Psychological evaluation methods used by school counselors in three different large regions of Saudi Arabia. It, also, aimed at exploring the relationship between the evaluative methods and the academic specialty, professional experience and educational stage. A 20 item questionnaire was developed by the researcher and implemented to 162 school counselors. Over 90 % of school counselors stated that they are using the methods of interview, autobiographic reports and observation in their evaluation practices. Also, 80 % of the study sample believe that testing and measurement tools are important to their school. Counseling work. Several recommendations were presented in regards, to the necessity of implementing testing procedures and measurement tools and designing more distinguished counseling programs and services to meet the needs of each age and educational stage.
