
Case Presentation:

Each student is required to present one of her/his "M" clinical cases to the class by the end of the second semester of the academic year. Students should collect all clinical data, radiographs, mounted diagnostic casts and clinical photographs of the clinical case at the start, during and at completion of the dental treatment.

The quality of presentation, knowledge of student and her/his response during case discussion are considered in evaluation by the attending faculty members.

Grade Distribution:

· 50% of the course total marks will be allocated for clinical work. The actual clinical marks will be calculated according to number of cases grand total points in proportion to other students.

· The clinical marks are affected by student's behavior, punctuality, knowledge, time control and her/his personal appearance in the clinic.

· 20% of the coursed total marks will be allocated for the written examination. One at the end of the first semester and the final at the end of the academic year.

· 20% of the course total marks will be allocated for an oral examination conducted by course contributors at the last one third 1/3rd of the first 1st semester*.

· 10% of the course total marks will be allocated for case presentation which will be arranged and announced at the second 2nd one third 1/3rd of the second 2nd semester.

· Passing points for clinical work as well as passing mark for each of the above mentioned grades are strictly mandatory in order to pass this course.
· CPR is a compulsory attached course, to be given by the medical school, should be passed by each student. It will carry NO marks.
· LOSING THE LOG BOOK IS THE RESPONSIBILETY OF THE STUDENT. 

· NO LOG BOOK = NO POINTS = NO GRADES = NO PASS .
