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The exciting Egyptian towns are suffering from many problems as a result of
the negative reflections of the urban development process. The most important
problems are; spreading the slum areas, shortage of public services,
unqualified of infrastructure, and increasing of population density. Therefore,
the research aims to extract the main indicators that help to plan the
development policies for the exciting towns. Whatever, the research focuses on
studying the exciting situation of these towns by observing the most important
current and prospective problems, determining the development obstructions,
and utilizing of urban resources. However, the research tries to present a clear
planning concept under this current situation.

The research exposes its contents through two frames:

— A theoretical (analytical) frame: studying of the most important problems
that the existing Egyptian towns are suffering from, and there reflections
on the comprehensive urban development process.

— An application (practical) frame: selecting EI-Qusia town in Upper Egypt
as an example depending on Information, data, and surveying studies.
