Course Overview:
         The course is designed to help the student acquire knowledge necessary for beginning understanding of medical terminology. The course content is arranged by body system to allow students to master the component parts of medical words as they directly relate to terminology of a body system, basic anatomical terminology, diseases and procedures of the various body systems will be attempted.

4. Demonstrate the knowledge of medical terms regarding basic anatomical terminology. 
5. Become familiar with the component parts of medical terms as they directly relate to terminology of a body systems, diseases and procedures.
