5.2.1 Color:

Igneous rock color is vary from light-color (almost white) to dark green (almost black).

5.2.2 Specific gravity
The specific gravity ranges from approximately 2.3 to approximately 3.3. The heaviest rocks

are the darkest rocks and the light colored rocks also have the lowest specific gravity.

5.2.3 Texture
In igneous rocks, texture means the shape, size, arrangement, and distribution of the minerals
that compose the rocks.
a. Coarse-grained texture
The size of the crystals is over 3 mm across
b. Fine-grained texture
The size of the crystals is on a verge less than 1 mm across. With a microscope we could see

the interlocking pattern of the individual mineral grains.
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
