b. File Name is all lower case letters 

c. Don’t use underscore (_) but use dash instead (-).

File Name format: IndividualFirstInitialLastName-essay.doc 

Examples: (Assume the individual name is Joe M. Smith)

jsmith-essay.doc
Joe M. Smith submission of short essay

4.  Extra Assignments Submission Guidelines:

File Name format: IndividualFirstInitialLastName-extra1.doc or/and IndividualFirstInitialLastName-extra2.doc
Examples: (Assume the individual name is Joe M. Smith)

jsmith-extra1.doc
Joe M. Smith submission of extra assignment 1

5.  Individual Assignments:

File Name format: IndividualFirstInitialLastName-HWd.zip where d = any number from 1 to 10.

Examples: (Assume the individual name is Joe M. Smith and Assignment #1)

jsmith-HW1.zip
Joe M. Smith submission of assignment #1 – zip format.

Jsmith-HW1.doc
Joe M. Smith submission of assignment #1 – MS Word format

jsmith-HW4.zip
Joe M. Smith submission of assignment #4 – zip format.

Jsmith-HW5.doc
Joe M. Smith submission of assignment #5 – MS Word format

6.  Practical Problems or Design Sessions for a team:

File Name format: TeamName-PP#.zip where # = any number from 1 to 10.

Examples: (Assume the team name is Alpha and Practical Problem is #1)

Alpha-PP1.zip
Alpha team submission of PP #1 – zip format.

7.  Practical Problems or Design Sessions for individual:

File Name format: IndividualFirstInitialLastName-PP#.zip where # = any number from 1 to 10.

Examples: (Assume the team name is John Yu and Practical Problem is #1)

JYu-PP1.zip
John Yu submission of PP #1 – zip format.

Or

Jyu-PP1.doc
John Yu submission of PP #1 – MS Word format.

Please note that you can use other format as well.

8.  Team Member Project Evaluation:

File Name format: FirstInitialLastName-TeamName-Eval-P#.com where # = any number from 01, 02, 03, 04 or One, Two, Three, or Four.

Examples: (Assume The team member name is John Yu and the team name is Alpha and Project #1)

JYu-Alpha-Eval-P1.doc
John Yu submission of team members of team Alpha evaluation for Project One  – MS Word format.

Jyu-Alpha-P2.doc
John Yu submission of team members of team Alpha evaluation for Project Two  – MS Word format.

Jyu-Alpha-P3.doc
John Yu submission of team members of team Alpha evaluation for Project Three  – MS Word format.

Submission is a softcopy and three is no need for hardcopy
