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Stren et al. (1992) constantly reinforce the idea that intervention in the urban
system has to be both holistic and integrated.

(1) Urban policy must be treated holistically (in terms of sectors, and in terms
of the relationship between the urban and rural environments) (p. xiii).

(2) The “urban development approach-"...recognises the diversity of the
urban experience and the many ways in which different sectoral policies
affect the urban areas. Such an approach is both holistic and

multidisciplinary (p. xiv).




(3) Approaches to the environmental challenge involve first and foremost, a
higher level of inter-sectoral co-operation (p. xxi).

(4) As urban life is dynamic and multidimensional, so the approach to the
study of cities must reflect this diversity. The essence of the holistic
approach...is to recognise the interconnectedness of all sectors and
locations... (p. 4).

(5) Any strategy or approach which attempts to bring some coherence into
the urban policy field is often called an urban development approach...
Ideally, such an approach should be holistic (recognising the complex

interactions of elements which make a city “work”) (p. 10).




(6) A holistic approach is now essential (because) all human activities are
closely linked, as the urban systems concept itself implies (p. 67).

(7) A holistic approach, for example...(requires) explicit linkages between
policies involving the formal and informal sectors of the economy (p 68—
69).

(8) Wastes in the urban economy are a good example of the importance of
viewing urban problems in an integrated and spatially coherent manner.
The term waste economy is itself a holistic concept... (p. 76).
