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Introduction:

This course defines the concept of
urban management by demonstrating the
concepts and features of management
that are associated with urban areas.
This includes defining the organizational

structure of cities and regions’
management, as well as planning
regulations in the Kingdom. It explains, in
this regard, the national spatial

organization; including local, regional and
national levels. It also identifies the
regulations that govern the relationship
among urban areas and their hierarchy.
The course contains, also, an explanation
to the role of regional and local councils
in  managing urban development. It
provides a theoretical and practical
explanation of the tools available for
urban management. It also demonstrate
the values contained in managing urban
areas such as sustainability and quality,
as well as the principles and standards
adopted locally and internationally to
guide urban management towards
development as a key target.
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
