Morphology:

The study of internal structure of words ,and the rules by which words are formed ,is called morphology. It is the science of word forms.

Morpheme:

 It is the minimal unit of meaning or grammatical function. For example, the word ‘talk’ has forms like ‘talks’, talked’, ‘talking’, ‘talker’. The element ‘talk’ and all other forms like –s, -ed, -ing, -er, and –ed are morphemes.

The word ‘reopened’ has three morphemes. One minimal unit of meaning is ‘open’ and the other is ‘re-’(meaning again). ‘-ed’ is the grammatical unit (showing past tense).

Free and Bound Morpheme:
Free morphemes can occur as separate words e.g. ‘open’, ‘fresh’, ‘self ’, etc. 

Bound morphemes cannot stand alone and are attached to other forms e.g. re-,-ist,-ed,-s. The word ‘unselfish’ has a free morpheme, ‘self’, which is called stem and ‘un-’ & ‘–ish’ are the bound morphemes also called the affixes.
