A.    Course description 

The course is designed to expose the dental student to basic knowledge and skills that are involved in the diagnostic process and treatment planning in dental practice. The training would enable the student to effectively communicate with the patients, interview them and carry out a general appraisal and a detailed and systematic examination of the extra-oral and intra-oral structures.  The course is offered through lectures and clinical practice during the second semester.

Lectures will provide adequate information on the various steps involved in the interviewing process, clinical methods and on relevant aspects of the diagnostic tools employed and treatment planning.  

Clinical practice in the clinics will closely follow the lecture schedule. Students in pairs will practice on each other all the steps involved. During the semester unscheduled quizzes and two student assessment tests will be conducted in order to assess student progress. The final examination will comprise of written and practical examinations.    

B.   Course Objectives: 

By the end of the semester student should be able to:

1. Communicate with the patient effectively.

2. Take general and oral health history and ask appropriate questions 

based on the signs & symptoms.

3. Perform extra- oral and intra-oral examination thoroughly and systematically.

1. Order or do the diagnostic procedures as required.

2. Recognize any abnormality in oral and peri-oral tissues and describe them.

3. Recognize the need for medical or/and dental referral or consultation.

4. Develop a treatment plan for the patient.

C.   Course outline: 


Clinical sessions
The students will examine each other for the 3rd few weeks to train in taking history for the patients and put in the clinic examination and before the end of the course they will start to see about 3 patients for each student.

Lecture topics in details [contents]:
1.Introduction to the Diagnostic Method -Principles of Oral Diagnosis: Coleman 

 (Diagnostic method: collection of information, evaluation of information, diagnostic 

decisions, and reassessment. Types of clinical examinations)

2.Infection Control in Dental Practice - Infection control Procedural Manual p1-

 (Objectives, transmission, and precaution: personal, patients, and clinical stages of sterilization & aseptic storage. Departmental guide lines)

3.Physical assessment - Principles of Oral Diagnosis: 

(Responsibilities and objectives, CVD: hypertension, valvular heart disease. Infective endocarditis, angina pectoris, MI congestive heart failure, arrhythmia. Pulmonary diseases: asthma COPD. GIT diseases: peptic ulcer, malabsorption disease, intestinal diseases, hepatitis, and hepatic cirrhosis. Endocrine diseases: diabetes mellitus, thyroid and adrenal glands diseases. Genitourinary diseases: renal disease sexually transmitted diseases. CNS diseases: CVA, Seizures and degenerative neuromuscular diseases. Connective tissue diseases: RA, SLE, and SSc.  Neoplasia

4.  Patient History - 

(Importance, diagnostic interview: methods of questioning & effective interviewing. Health questioners, specific components of the patient’s history).

5. Methods of Clinical Examination – 

       (General methods of physical examination: visual, palpation auscultation, smell, probing, and function evaluation. Application of examination techniques in dentistry.)

6.   Extra-oral Examination - 

(General patient assessment: identification, mental status, habitus, head & facial form, posture and abnormal movements. Vital signs. Examination of specific extra-oral structures in the head and neck area)

7.    Intra-Oral Examination - 
       (Topographic anatomy. Examination of the oral soft tissues techniques)

8.     Examination of the Teeth - 

(Examination of teeth: techniques, identifying diseases & their examination, recording findings.

9.     Examination of periodontium - 

(Topographic anatomy, examination technique, inflammatory condition of supportive tissue: overview of gingivitis and periodontitis: classification and types)

10.
Examination of occlusion & Edentulous mouth - 
(Developing Occlusion, facial form analysis, mixed dentin analysis Angle’s classification, Adult occlusion, occlussal wear trauma, Bruxism)

11.
Radiographic Examination - 
(Selection criteria. Commonly used radiographs. Film evaluation & interpretation. Radiographic appearance dental diseases.

12.
Supplementary Examination - 
(Routine hematology screening (CBC). Homeostasis and coagulation. Blood chemistry & electrolytes. Biopsy: types and specimen handling).

13.   Treatment Plan   - 
(Format of treatment plan, factors that influence treatment plan alternative and tentative treatment plan, prognosis determination.

14. Clinical Signs of Diseases  - 
(Skin signs: primary & secondary lesions, hair scalp, hands & fingers).
