	The course introduces students to the analysis of naturally connected discourse, spoken and written by providing them with some theoretical basis (i.e. exposing students to the different approaches to the analysis of the communicative functions of language), and more importantly providing students with tools to analyze a wide variety of discourse types.

1. Discuss the features characterizing spoken discourse vs. those characterizing written discourse

2. Demonstrate knowledge that the differences in 1 above depend largely on genres of texts.

5.  Analyse authentic discourses (longer stretches of language)

6. Define the notion of stylistics 

7. Identify the differences between discourse analysis and stylistic analysis

8. Produce simple stylistic analyses of short literary texts concentrating on some linguistic features of the texts sowing how they enhance the effectiveness of the message.
