o The children with innovative abilities in verbal and
non-verbal communication, and who are capable of
generating original ideas , with high visualisation
and imagination capabilities and who show
resistance of accepting the one correct answer

artistic activities such as : drama, paintings,
sculpture, music, dance , and composition

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o Implement wide range of experiences within
the curriculum to keep the gifted interested in
curriculum as well. Types of Enrichment:
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o Horizontal enrichment : enrichment in
different subjects

o Vertical enrichment : enrichment in one
subject
