Section 6 Accent Identification:
To use the HTK for the accent identification task we will do the same thing as in the gender identification. But we change the following:

“Monophones” file will contain the names of the accents rather than containing the gender type. For example:
central

eastern
…etc.

In the “dict” file the contents will be the words and the phonemes that represent the accent like:

CENTRAL central

EASTERN eastern

…etc.
The “gram” file will contain the words in Backus-Naur Form. For example:

(CENTRAL|EASTERN|WESTERN|…|…).

For each file we for example “c.wav” we create another file “c.lab” which contains:

“-1 -1 X”

Where X is the accent of the speaker in the file “c.wav” (for example X=central).

Also the file “hmmdefs” will change to reflect the new monophones (list of accents).

Also the labeling in the file “wordtest.mlf” will change to reflect the new words.
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
