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	This course focuses on the ethics of scientific research and a variety of related issues which can affect success in the biochemistry profession, including scientific integrity and compliance with laboratory research regulations. Identify ethical issues in life sciences. Provide basic ethical principles in bioscience. To apply the ethics of scientific research to technology, including decision-making for relevant research, including genetic research. Analysis, definition and the ability to compare what is practical such as "biochemical experiments" and philosophy (ethics). Approaching the problems of bioethics, breaking them into smaller, constituent parts (analysis), discuss these analyses. Suggest solutions to problems that conflict between biochemistry and ethical theories. Demonstrate good critical thinking in speaking and writing. Ability to provide logical justification for decisions.
