* Students who attend less than 75% of the total course hours will be denied from entering

the final exam.

Exams

Students will take two midterm exams (25 marks each).
Exam Dates are fixed (shown in the schedule below).
No bonus credit will be given.

All types of smart devices are prohibited.

Calculators are prohibited in exams except if stated otherwise by the course instructors.

Plagiarism is prohibited and results in failing the course.

No makeup exam is allowed unless there is an acceptable medical or other emergency
certified in writing by a doctor. The makeup request and required documents should be

submitted within a week of the missed exam date.

According to the attached table, a unified make-up exam will be held —week 14- for students who

were absent from the first midterm exam or the second midterm exam- with an acceptable excuse-

Note that the scientific material for the make-up exam will be in the scientific material of the first

and second midterm exams.

As for those who missed both midterm exams - with an acceptable excuse - in addition to the unified
make-up exam mentioned previously, another exam will be held the next day on different scientific

material determined by the course professor.

This excludes cases of having birth, death of a first-degree relative (within 3 days), and non-

cosmetic surgeries if proof is presented.

assigned problems and text are insufficient.
