Comparison Between 

Charge Floor Stock Drugs & Charge Non-Floor Stock Drugs

* Charge Floor Stock Drugs: 

     Those drugs stored outside the pharmacy in outlying sections, nursing station, that are not labeled for any particular patient and that meet certain criteria. They are stocked at all times and charged to the patient’s account after they have been administered. In order to be considered floor stock a drug must meet one or more of the following requirements:

1) A safe and innocuous drug that is used regularly on a large percentage of patients seen   in that section.

2) A drug that must be immediately available in the event of an emergency.

3) A drug used by a specialized section such as anesthesia.

4) They are supplied in a minimum quantity (only essential drugs). 

5) Not a controlled substance

Examples

Aspirin, parenteral salts (calcium, magnesium, potassium), adrenalin, antibiotics, anticoagulant, antihypertensive, and cardiovascular agents…etc. The list also may include the emergency drug carts

* Charge Non-Floor Stock Drugs:

All medications that are available inside the pharmacy and do not meet the specifications for charge floor stock drugs that are mentioned above. They are characterized by the following descriptions: 
1. A mini-pharmacy 

2. A stock of drugs left over by a departed patient to be used for other patients 

3. A stock of drugs you can use without a drug order and without record keeping.

Examples

Controlled substances, unsafe medications, unstable drugs…etc.
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
