Floor Stock:

Those drugs stored outside the pharmacy in outlying sections that are not labeled for any particular patient and that meet certain criteria. In order to be considered floor stock a drug must meet one or more of the following requirements:

1) A safe and innocuous drug that is used regularly on a large percentage of patients seen   in that section.

2) A drug that must be immediately available in the event of an emergency.

3) A drug used by a specialized section such as anesthesia. 

Floor Stock is not:

1. A mini-pharmacy 

2. A stock of drugs left over by a departed patient to be used for other patients 

3. A stock of drugs you can use without a drug order and without record keeping.
