Introduction

A major problem that encounters today’s pharmacists is the establishment of criteria which define each and every job performed by health professions. Among the lack specificity in determining who should do what and to what extent is the approach which was adopted by many hospitals with or without the pharmacy administrators’ intervention in allowing the nurses’ involvement in dispensing medications to the patients, particularly the inpatients or institutional patients.       

The approach was proposed as a temporary solution to the time consumption in which a nurse consumed by frequent trips to the pharmacy to obtain medications and other medical auxiliary supplies. The approach would allow the indiscriminate stocking of drugs on the nursing station in bulk quantities, thereby eliminating the pharmacist’s control, so the physician prescribes and the nurse dispenses and administers.
