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Standards and Guidelines

According to the American Psychological Association (APA 2002). 
The term guidelines [italics in original] refers to pronouncements, statements, 

or declarations that suggest or recommend specific professional behavior, 

endeavors, or conduct ... Guidelines differ from standards in that standards 

are mandatory and may be accompanied by an enforcement mechanism. Thus 

... guidelines are aspirational in intent. They are intended to facilitate the 

continued systematic development of the profession and to help ensure a high 

level of professional practice .... Guidelines are not intended to be mandatory or 

exhaustive and may not be applicable to every professional and ... [professional] 

situation. They are not definitive and they are not intended to take precedence 

over [professional judgment]. (p. 1050)
