Course Goals:  
The main goal of this course is to provide students with a firm foundation about concepts and techniques that are unique to critical care nursing so that they are able to understand the complexities of care to critically ill patients with disorders that are commonly seen in critical care settings in order to deliver safe and effective care during their clinical practice. 

Goals for Student Learning:  
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to: 
1. Describe clinical indications and nursing management of hemodynamic monitoring and other specialized equipment used in the care of critically ill patients.  
2. Participate in the assessment and the management of patients with complex health needs.
3. Demonstrate the ability to provide safe and effective nursing care to the critically ill patients.
4. Demonstrate the ability to utilize pertinent technological equipment in the clinical area.
5. Communicate effectively with patients, families, colleagues, interdisciplinary team members and instructors.
6. Utilize nursing roles to implement the nursing process in providing care to patients and families with acute or chronic illness, or with rehabilitative needs.
Course Requirements:


1. Clinical Rotation Reports (10%)

Two clinical rotation reports (clinical requirement package) it must be completed during the semester. The clinical rotation reports will be completed independently and submitted by the required due dates. If you do not submit the weekly reports by the required due date, a grade of zero will be recorded. 
2. Assignments (7%)

There will be 1 assignment to be completed during the semester. The assignments will be completed independently and submitted by the required due date. There will be no make-up assignments. If you do not submit the assignment by the required due date, a grade of zero will be recorded. 
3. Case Presentation (10%)
Case presentation will be given on scheduled week during the semester and will be a team work cover one case that has been handled by students in the clinical. There will be no make-up case presentation.  If a student is absent for the case presentation, a grade of zero will be recorded.  
4. Exams (Midterm Exam #1 = 15%; Final Exam = 40% [Theory = 10% & Clinical = 30%) 
Examinations will be given at scheduled clinical times during the semester. Exam content will be based upon material addressed in the assigned text, assigned readings, and clinical assignments and in- clinical content. There are no make-up exams. Any exception should be discussed with me at least 48 hours in advance of the exam schedule. 
5. Clinical performance Checklist Evaluation (15%)
A rubric assessment tool will be utilized with specific criteria to evaluate and make judgements about the clinical performance of the students for the entire semester of clinical training.
6-Activity (3%):

There will be activity for the student will be in the 9th week, it is team work the faculty will decide the topic which meet the course objective 
Attendance:  
Students are expected to attend every clinical. Students are responsible for all announcements and any content covered in each clinical.  

Clinical Behavior:  
This clinical will be conducted in an atmosphere of mutual respect.  It is expected that cell phones will be muted during clinical.  No student will be permitted to respond to text messages during clinical.  Students who show disrespect to the professor, preceptors or their classmates will be told to leave the clinical for the remainder of that clinical period.

Due date for each group is there actual clinical day any delay will count 0.5 as deduction for each day of late submission.  No assignment will be accepted after February 19, 2020. 

Case Study:

All groups should submit their case study to the faculty 2 weeks before the actual day of case presentation for review and comments. The faculty will not give comments for late submission and a grade penalty will be applied.
