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Essentials of Management Information Systems (your text book) provide a number of case studies which	present facts about different organizations. 
Each group has to analyze and present selected case by focusing on the most important facts and using this information to determine the opportunities and problems facing that organization. The case study analysis involves the following steps: 
1. Identify the most important facts surrounding the case. 
2. Identify the key issue or issues. 
3. Specify alternative courses of action. 
4. Evaluate each course of action. 
5. Recommend the best course of action.
