	Course description
	The term “world literature” can be taken to mean “literature of the whole world,” and this course aims to introduce students to outstanding works of fiction, plays, and poems from both the Western, and non-Western parts of the world. In the lectures we will focus on questions of culture, class, and gender. All texts will be read in English translation. The course will work to develop students’ skills in thinking, close reading, and writing. 
The module offers students the unique opportunity to analyse in detail different ways in which cultural backgrounds can shape literary productions, and how stories, motifs and themes travel across national boundaries. Students will be exposed to significant works of literature and art interpretation and question societies and cultures, illuminating the complexity and diversity of a changing world. They will engage with the texts critically, enlarge their experience, deepen  their self-awareness, connect with artists and with history, stimulate their sense of beauty and wonder, and  be challenged to think critically.

Grading:

Your Grades will be divided as follows:
· Language is 40% of your mark: correct English is essential and language mistakes will affect grading, i.e.: grammar, subject-verb agreement, sentence-structure, spelling, capitalization, punctuation, parallel-structure, use of articles and prepositions, etc. 
· Content of your answers is 60% according to:
· Introduction: how does it address the question/topic? Is the thesis statement suitable to the topic? Do you have an argument?

· Body: your supporting ideas should be strengthened by significant details and examples. 

· Conclusion: it should restate your thesis and explain your argument. 

· Support, details and examples: you should be accurate about the details and examples you choose to support your answer. Moreover, your development of your argument and how you introduce one idea after the other is important.
MLA format for assignment submission
1. Write your name, your instructor’s name, the code of the course, and the date on the top left-hand corner of the first page.
2. Write a title for the assignment in the center. (Do not bold, underline, or italicize).
3. Indent the first line of each paragraph.(Do not leave spaces between paragraphs).
4. Double-space the entire text.

5. Set the margins to1inch on all sides.
6. Use Times New Roman12pts. 
7. Insert your last name and the page number in the top right corner of the header.
8. Leave only one space after periods or other punctuation marks NOT before them.
9. Align the whole text to the left (Ctrl+ L). (Do not justify the text).
10.  Print on white A4 papers.
Ground Rules

· Attendance is crucial. If the student's absence exceeds 25% she will be warned. If a student's absence exceeds 50% she will be banned from entering the final exam.
· If a student has a medical or a family condition that she fears will affect her grade, she should notify me early on and explain her situation.

Go to learn! You can certainly proofread with a CWE consultant, but the aim is for you to become a better writer. Come away from your sessions with ideas you can use when writing at home."
